CHESTERWOOD
Chesterwood is a historic site of the National Trust for Historic
Preservation. It was the former summer home, studio and gardens of
America’s foremost 20th century sculptor, Daniel Chester French
(1850-1931). He is best known for Minute Man, 1874 (Concord,
MA) and the commanding seated figure of Abraham Lincoln for the
Lincoln Memorial, 1922 (Washington, DC). French’s public sculpture
work can be seen throughout the United States and abroad. Visitors
to Chesterwood will experience the life and work of this prolific and
successful artist, during the time his family resided in the Berkshires. 

French worked in Chesterwood on over 200 public and private com-
missions. Many of French’s plaster sketches, including models of his
Abraham Lincoln for the Lincoln Memorial, are on view today in his
Studio as well as in the permanent exhibit, Daniel Chester French:
Sculpting an American Vision, in the Barn Gallery.

THE MOUNT
Summer home to
Edith Wharton
(1862-1937), one
of America’s great-
est writers. She was
author of The Age
of Innocence, Ethan
Frome, and The
House of Mirth. She
wrote over 40
books in 40 years
and was the first
woman awarded
the Pulitzer Prize
for Fiction. 

We’ll enjoy an introduction to Wharton’s life, works, and her ap-
preciation of architecture and interior design through a tour of her 42-
room country home. Local guides will talk to us about the history of
the Mount, from its building to its restoration which chronicles
Wharton’s life and remarkable achievements and legacy.
